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U.S. Foreign Policy: From Multi-Polar to Multi-Partner

Washington’s latest scheme, introduced by Secretary of State
Hillary Clinton, is the so-called ‘multi-partner’, and not ‘multi-
polar’ world. This shift suggests that the Obama
Administration’s intention is to serve as ‘senior’ partner of a
global leadership ‘coalition of the willing’, which will in effect
strengthen Washington’s singular role. In the words of
Secretary Clinton, “We will lead by inducing greater
cooperation among a greater number of actors and reducing
competition, tilting the balance away from a multi-polar world
and toward a multi-partnerworld.”

In pursuance of its multi-partner policy, the U.S. is giving verbal
support to an eventual expansion of the UN Security Council,
and is cooperating in extending the powers of emerging
countries within the Group of 20 leading industrialized
economies, in the World Bank and IMF. In addition, the State
Department is seeking one-to-one arrangements that are
advantageous to certain countries to keep them well within the
U.S. sphere of influence.

New Model to Predict Next Political Hotspots

Ateam at Kansas State University professors and a colleague in
New York have developed a new model that could predict the
next political hotspots accurately. Called Predictive Societal
Indicators of Radicalism (PSIR) Model of Domestic Political
Violence Forecast, it is currently five for five in predicting which
countries are likely to experience increases in domestic political
violence against their governments within the next five years.

The database of 150 countries the researchers created contains
the frequency and intensity of domestic political violence from
1990-2009. It accounts for factors like repression,
governmental aid to non-governmental organizations, aid to
countries to help build security, and Internet and mobile phone
usage. Additionally, three concepts are accounted for:
coercion, coordination and capacity. Coercion is defined by
violations of physical rights, which heightens the motivation of
protestors. Coordination is how easily a domestic group can
mobilize. Capacity is the ability of a country to project itself
throughout its territory, thus limiting the intensity of domestic
violence against government.

Geopolitical Shift: BRIC Becomes BRICS

There is a change in the geopolitical chessboard with the
world’s four main emerging economic powers, known by the
acronym BRIC—standing for Brazil, Russia, India and
China—now refer to themselves as BRICS, with the formal
joining of South Africa to the group on December 24, 2010. The
addition of South Africa is a deft political move to further
enhance BRICS’ power and status.

BRICS as an organization seek a broader, more equitable world
leadership arrangement within which they and others will play
a role. The growing economic and political strength of BRICS
countries may revolutionize the whole international system, as
constructed following World War II. The BRICS countries, by
their very existence, their rapid economic growth and degree
of independence from Washington, are contributing to the
transformation of today’s unipolar world order—still led
exclusively by the United States—into a multi-polar system
where several countries and blocs will share global leadership.
The five nation emerging group further leans toward replacing
the U.S. dollar as the world’s reserve currency with a basket of
currencies not preferential to any one country, or perhaps even
a non-national global reserve legal tender.

Multiculturalism is at Crossroads

Multiculturalism, a valued policy programme of Western liberal
democracies for long, is facing very serious challenges in the
contemporary times, according to Dr. Shinder Purewal,
Professor of Political Science at Kwantlen Polytechnic
University, Surrey, Canada.

A strategy of multiculturalism is of immense value for
managing multi-ethnic and multi-lingual societies and countries
like Canada have successfully pursued such a path for
integrating their multi-ethnic societies. “However, at this
juncture when jobs opportunities have shrunk and competition
for various positions has intensified, complaints of
discriminations by the migrated population perceiving
themselves as the victim have crept in, even Western countries
like Germany, France and England are facing serious challenges
for continuing their commitment to multiculturalism”, says
Prof. Purewal.
